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THEORETICAL FACETS OF CONCEPT DIFFERENTIATION:
MODUS AND DICTUM
V. D. Shynkaruk

Abstract.The study of the modus and dictum in the semantic-syntactic structure of the
sentence is relevant, since the study of linguistic units in correlation on the formal-
grammatical, semantic and communicative levels is one of the linguistic features of speech
structure and is fixed by its grammatical description. It deals with the process of
communication, the act of speech (both external and internal) intellectual and emotional
spheres of life.

The purpose of the article is to research the criteria for demarcation modus and dictum,
their correlation in the semantic-syntactic structure of the sentence.

The research is based on the general scientific and linguistic methods.

The results. Antonymic features of the language system and its use in the language
and speech lie in the center of the meaning of a sentence. The correlation of lexical,
morphological and syntactic exponents of modus and dictum meanings in the structure of a
sentence is described in the article.

The sentence structures with modal verbs can express meanings that belong not only
to dictus modality by definition, but to modus modality as well.

Dictum meanings refer to modus meanings as obligatory with optional ones. This
contributes in the spere of concept differentiation: 1) it is inseparable from the very concept
of the sentence 2) the meanings are determined by the the speaker’s will. They reflect two
different types of relations, but this difference between them is not limited by the obligatory
nature of the first and the optional nature of the second.

PANTELEIMON KULISH’S SYMBOLIC IMAGERY IN COMPARISON TO
THE CRISTIAN AND MYTHOLOGICAL ARCHETYPAL SYMBOLISM
(BASED ON THE STORY “GRANNY FROM THE OTHER WORLD”)

Abstract. The paper focuses on the symbolic imagery of the P. Kulish's story “Granny
from the other World” in the framework of its relation to the fairy tale / mythological and
Christian word pictures. The research aims at identifying the symbolic images of the
Kulish’s story in their comparison to Christian and mythological concepts while undertaking
the images’ comparative semiotic and archetypal analysis. To achieve the purpose, we
have applied the methodology composing of the methods of archetypal analysis, text and
contextual interpretation analysis, elements of the structural-narrative, stylistic and
comparative analysis. The major findings refer to the identification of the Kulish’s story
symbolic imagery in its comparison to the fairy tale and Christian archetypal symbolism.
The similarities between the images of the story and mythological world picture
encompass the human soul metamorphosis into an animal or a bird based on totemic
beliefs and mythological motif of the reincarnation; the images of mediators and loci of
transition to another world, the inner “structure” of the other world and a boundary space
between the worlds; images of the sacred trees significant for mythological consciousness
of the Ukrainians. Some fairy-tale images are metaphorically reinterpreted within the
framework of the Christian worldview. Correlative symbolic images differ in their archetypal
basis rooted it either Christian or mythological world pictures. Figurative symbolism of Hell
in Kulish's story matches Christian symbolic imagery in regards of the "mirror" iconicity,
reproducing the “structural” similarity between the nature of sin and its resulting
punishment.

A description of the symbolic images of the P. Kulish’s story contributes to the further
study of the archetypally-bound belief system of the Ukrainians.

symbolism specified by the story. Of
particular importance for this paper are
investigations that focus on the folk tales
as an ethno-specific phenomenon, which
reflects the mythological consciousness
of the Ukrainian ethnos, its worldview and
naive picture of the world [1; 7; 10].

The purpose of this article consists
in revealing the symbolic images of the
Kulish’s story in the framework of their

Christian and mythological archetypal
basis.

Data and methods. The data
analyzed in this paper include the

symbolic images and motifs identified in
P. Kulish's story “Granny from the other
World”. The collected data are analyzed
as follows: the first step consists in
identification of the images referred to the
‘other world”, as well as the loci and
mediators of transition appropriates for
both the fairy tale and Cristian symbolism.
In that, we make use of contextual-
interpretational and comparative analysis.
The second step specifies the story’s
images that differ according to the
criterion of their correspondence either to
the mythological or Christian word
pictures while revealing the symbolic
imagery archetypical basis. The third step
consists in identification of the story’s
images apparently similar both to the fairy
tales or Christian symbolic imagery while
having different archetypical underpinning
in  mythological and biblical world
pictures. The Ilast two stages of
investigation involve the methods of
comparative analysis, archetypal
analysis, and some elements of the
structural-narrative and stylistic analysis.
Results. The symbolic imagery of the
Kulish's story explicates a number of
symbols common to both the Christian
and mythological world pictures. Certain
correlations between the imagery of the

Kulish’s story, on the one hand, and
symbolic structures of the Cristian and
mythological beliefs, on the other hand,
relate to the understanding of death as a
separation of soul from body, ordeals, the
image of hell as an inhomogeneous
abyss, which levels depend on the
degree of sin, the images of sinners’
sufferings, the presence of an assistant-
guide, the boundaries between this and
the “other world”, the conceptual motive
of the inevitable punishment for sins, the
image of a bird, into which the soul
becomes transformed after separation
from the body (Ak 3amaxHe kocor,
a Oywa minbku nypx! mak sk nmawka
gusiemina ma U nonemina, ronemina rno
xami, i cina 8 Kymky Ha obpasi, nio
camor cmeriero), etc.

However, this apparent similarity
does not exclude certain differences
between interpretation of the same
images by fairy tales and Cristian
semiosphere. Thus, in the Christian
tradition the bird symbolizes the human

soul. On the other hand, in the
mythologies bird is also associated with
soul, though implying an additional

mythological motif of the reincarnation of
the soul into a bird / animal, closely
related, according to the totemic beliefs of
the archaic person, to the “other” world.
The difference is also evident in
regards to mediators and loci of transition
to another world. According to the
Christian world picture, the soul is
accompanied by the Guardian Angel,
sometimes — by saints or clergyman
(living or dead), and dead relatives. In the
story, the function of the guide to the
other world is performed by The Old Man
(Huenocb, ax He cama s U0y, a sede
MeHe sKulicb 0i0, a KyOu 8iH MeHe eele,
borocb cnumamucs), associated with the
fairy-tale character of Did-Vsevid. The
locus of transition is the Dubynyha’s
house as a that prevents the soul from
getting free (A epixu cmasu Ha rnoposi ma
U He nyckaromb Oywi 3 xamu), and the
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abyss (which is metonymically linked to
the notions of hell as the bottomless pit (A
npoeasnne make arnuboyeHHe, WO U OHa
He 8ulOHo) and metaphorically or
iconically — with sin as the Fall).

Other discrepancy concerns the
“nature” of the other world. If in fairy tales
the destructive force of this world
manifests itself on its border with the
world of the living (it is difficult to get to it,
it is necessary to cross the forest, a
dangerous river, etc.), while the other
world itself is the kingdom of peace where
everything happens as if in a dream (for
example, a fairy tale about the gold, silver
and copper kingdoms or the underwater
kingdom). In contrast to the fairy tale
«netherworld» in the Kulish's story
recreates the Christian picture of the
world with the existence of Paradise and
Hell, in which "weeping and gnashing of
teeth” («Hexan BOHM 3HaOTb, WO TO 3a
MYKW MEKenbHii, Hexan namdatalTb Ha
npasegHun cyqn boxuiny).

The fairy-tale events, described by
P. Kulish, match religious beliefs in
regard to the images of Hell, i.e. the
image of a boiling pitch, thirst, and fire. At
the same time, the sinner in the Kulish’s
narrative burns between two oaks, (ax
Mixx 0eoma Oybamu 2opumb y MOIOMI
yonosik i kpuqums: Ou, npobi! Ykputiime
meHe, 60 3amep3Hy'), which ilvolves
some associations with mythological
symbolism: the oak in the ethno-
consciousness of the Ukrainians is a
metonymic manifestation of the Tree of
Life (World Tree) as a symbol of life and
immortality [7]. In the symbolic context of
the Kulesh’s story the symbol of
immortality becomes a sign of eternal
torment.

Similar with Cristian imagery is the
story’s motive of suffering from thirst
(associated with the parable of the rich
man and Lazarus). Being represented by
different images in the narrative and
Cristian semiotic sphere, this motif is
based on the same value basis and

contains a common narrative component:
suffering in the immediate vicinity of the
water source. Thus, in the story of
P. Kulish, the sinner nexums Koo
KpUHUUi; medye tomy pig4ak 4yepes pom, a
8iH Kpu4ums, W06 tomy danu Harnumucs.
In the life of the martyress Perpetua
(Il century), for example, her brother's
postmortal fate was revealed to her
through the following image: the boy was
lying near a water-filled reservoir, which
was located so high that he could not
reach it from the intolerably hot place
where he was placed.

It should be noted that the figurative
symbolism of Hell in P. Kulish's story as
well as in the Christian texts is marked by
a certain "mirror" iconicity, reproducing
the "“structural" similarity between the
nature of sin and its resulting punishment:
the one who did not give a drink to a
thirsty, suffers from thirst; not having
warmed the wanderer suffers from the
cold, while burning in the fire: «Otcey,
Kaxe, «TOW YOnoBiK, WO MpocmBca A0
MOro 3iMOK B XaTy MOAOPOXHIN, a Ha
ABopi 6yna metenuus i XypToBuHa, a BiH
He MNycTuB, Tak TOW i 3Mep3 nig TUHOM.
Otce X Tenep BiH ropuTb Yy nNoriomi, a
MOMYy Le 30a€TbCHd, WO XONOAHO, |
TEPNUTb BIH Taky MyKy, €K TOW

Corresponding to the metamorphosis,
common to a fairy tale, but different from
the canonical religious beliefs is the
story’s karmic motif of converting the
souls of sinners into animals, which
correlates with the ancient Old-European
idea of karma: «xyaii Bonn, To-TO Gararti
noge, Lo Xunm cami B po3koLli, a 6igHnm
He nomaranu’; «no poru B cnawly, Ta Xyai
AK JOoLlKa», «a cuTii Bonu, TOo-TO OigHi
nioge, WO o4 CBOro poTa BigHiManu Ta
cTapusam i3 nocnigHboro gaesanuy). Blood
brothers who in their lifetime «norpuanuce
Ta  nobunucb», turned after their death
into two dogs («a BOHM BCe BMWATb Ta
rpU3yThCa»). From viewpoint of
linguistics, the last image appears as a
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metaphor, which in the semiotic space of
the “other world" demetaphorizes, losing
its abstract symbolic signs (the dog as a
symbol of aggression, anger), or, more
precisely, transmit such features into the
plane of an off-world "ontological” reality,
interpreting the metaphorical projection
"man as an evil dog" in the denotative
meaning "dog as an evil man".

In the framework of the mythological
beliefs of ancient Ukrainians, the image of
a dog-man may be associated with the
idea of a dog-headed person
(necuronoseub), a mythical woolly
creature with a dog's head, which was
considered a symbol of cruelty [7]. In the
broader context of world mythology, the
motives of the postmortal transformation
of humans into animals are based, in our
view, on the idea of the impossibility to
overcome the autochthonous origin of
humans, which together with its
dichotomous correlate (the attempt to
overcome the autochthony) form one of
the basic “mythemes”, structuring the
myths of different cultures — from the
Oedipus myth to the mythology of the
Indians — Pueblo (in particular, such
mythem was identified by Claude Lévi-
Strauss [4].

Other images that can be interpreted
from the viewpoint of fairytale images, but
do not contradict Christian symbols,
include the image of the Mother of God
who is spinning surrounded by the
children giving her golden balls: “MaTu
boxa nanyiwKy nnete, a BOHM nepepq
Her 30M0Tii Knyboukn aepxsatb» In fairy
tales, spinning usually denotes the
process of ordering and harmonization. In
the P. Kulish’s story the Mother of God
also spins, symbolizing  supreme
harmony, dispensation of grace, Life and
salvation. In fairy tales, the ball usually
functions as magic assistants to help the
hero get to the "other world". In ancient
Greek mythology, Ariadne, King Minos’s
daughter, helps Theseus to find his way

back out of the labyrinth, giving him a
ball of red thread.

Therefore, the symbolic meaning of
the tangle (golden ball) is associated with
help and salvation — what is first of all
expected of the Mother of God by the
people who turn to her in their prayers. At
the same time, the tangle / ball is
associated with the circle — a symbol of
infinity, eternity, perfection and the sun
(golden circle) [7]. The fact that the balls
in the Kulish’s story are gold is no
coincidence, since in Christianity the gold
itself is a symbol of paradise light, the
Divine Glory of Christ (gold was one of
the three gifts the Magi brought to the
newborn Savior).

Conclusions and discussion. The
major findings refer to the archetypal
capacity of the Kulish’s story symbolic
imagery in its comparison to the fairy tale
and Christian symbolism. The allomorphic
images and motifs include: the human
soul metamorphosis into an animal or a
bird according to mythologems, based on
totemic beliefs and mythological motif of
the reincarnation; the images of
mediators and loci of transition to the
other world, its inner “structure” and a
boundary space between the worlds;
images of the sacred trees significant for
mythological consciousness of the
Ukrainians. Some fairy-tale images are
metaphorically reinterpreted within the
framework of the Christian worldview, i.e.
the image of the spinning Mother of God
surrounded by the children giving her
golden balls, etc. Some symbolic images
that seem common or correlative,
however, differ in their archetypal
underpinning rooted it either Christian or
mythological world pictures. Figurative
symbolism of Hell in Kulish's story
matches Christian symbolic imagery in
regards of the "mirror" iconicity,
reproducing the “structural" similarity
between the nature of sin and its resulting
punishment.
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A description of the symbolic images
of the P. Kulish’s story will contribute to
the further study of the belief system and
behavior codes of the Ukrainian ethnos
viewed through the imagery archetypal
basis, identified by the comparison of the
P. Kulish’s imagery with the Christian or
mythological symbols.

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STRUCTURAL ORGANIZATION
OF PHRAZEOLOGIZED TAUTOLOGICAL SENTENCES
M. I. Lychuk

Abstract. Phraseologized sentences in speech are those syntactical units whose
structure and semantics were not the subject of a complex analysis, which determines the
relevance of the research. The study of phraseologized tautological sentences in lingua-
Ukrainian researches is represented by scientific papers, in which their types are
characterized depending on the degree of phraseology and fragmentary analysis of the
structural and semantic peculiarities of these sentences. Their structural typology issue was
not the subject of consideration in scientific linguistic studies.

The purpose of the paper is to streamline the phraseologized tautological sentences
according to the formal criterion, to determine the structural types of phraseologized
sentences with phraseological and phrase-partition groups. Ukrainian phraseological
tautological sentences are formed by four structural groups: 1) with the phrase-preposition
group; 2) with the phrase-conjunction group; 3) with the phrase-verb group; 4) with the
phrase-particle group.

The structural typology of phraseologized tautological sentences is based on two main
criteria: the position of the constant component and the partial expression of the constant
and variable components. For analysis, only phraseologized tautological sentences with
phrase-conjunction and phrase-particle groups have been chosen.

Phraseologized noun, substantiated, pronoun, adverbial, verb conjugate groups are
formed from tautological components — nouns, adjective, pronoun, adverbial, personal and
generic verbs — and a permanent connective component.

More often In the role of repeating components there are nouns and substantive
adjectives in the form of a singular case. Morphological explication of tautological
components expressed by nouns, substantiated adjectives and pronouns, rarely — adverbs
and verbal forms, phraseologized sentences combine different structural types. A
permanent connectivity component sik, combining the tautological components, takes only
an interposition.

Several paired connections are used to form the phrase-groups. It's sik.., mo (sskwo..,
mo, KoJsu.., mo), siK.., mak, wo.., mo (me u). They combine tautological components of
different parts of the vocabulary: verbs, including infinitives, nouns, adjectives, or
substantive adjectives, pronouns, numerals, adverbs, and conjunctions. Sentences with a
phrase-coupon group make up twenty-one structural type.

Phraseologized sentences with a paired conjunction sk .., mak formed seven structural
types. The use of phraseologized sentences with a paired conjugate wjo.., mo (me ) is
limited to oral dialogical speech. They belong to seven structural types.

Consequently, the fundamentals of structural organization of phraseologized
tautological sentences serve as phrase- groups as structural-semantic unity of obligatory
constant and variable components. Structural types of phraseologized sentences with
tautological components are based on two important features: the morphological expression
of the constant and variable components and the position of the constant component. In
Ukrainian speech the phraseologized tautological sentences with the phraseologized
biennial-connective group N1 sik N1 and the phraseologized biinfinitive-paranomic group Sk
Inf, mo Inf are the most widespread.

Abstract. The article focuses on the initial stage of the communicative contact. The
paper examines functional and semantic properties of metacommunicative contact-
establishing topicalizing questions as organizational means of dialogic discourse. The
spectrum of metacommunicative contact-establishing themes realized by topicalizing
guestions in modern English dialogic discourse is suggested. Metacommunicative contact-
establishing topicalizing questions regulate the flow of interaction, contribute to the

realization of communicative feedback.

Keywords: metacommunicative contact-establishing topicalizing question, dialogic
discourse, interaction, communicative contact, phatic communion

Introduction. Modern linguistics is
characterized by an increased interest in
the study of functional properties of
language units. The focus is on
investigation of the linguistic means that
are metacommunicative in their nature, i.
e., contributing to the establishment,
maintainance and termination of the
communicative contact between
interlocutors [1; 2; 3; 4; 5; 8; 9]. These
linguistic means are represented by
interrogative sentences used in speech to
mark the beginning of a communicative act
in time and space and we call them
metacommunicative contact-establishing
questions [5]. The importance of
metacommunicative contact-establishing
guestions in the process of communication
is undisputed, since metacommunicative
guestions perform vital functions in
everyday communication, i. e., they
ensure mutual understanding, build
rapport to achieve effective interpersonal
interaction. One of  the main
metacommunicative tasks that is solved at
the stage of contact-establishment is the
choice of a conversational topic. Our

investigation has shown that the linguistic
realization of the solution of this
metacommunicative task is the usage of
metacommunicative contact-establishing
topicalizing questions in our terminology
[5].

Metacommunicative means have been the
objects of investigation in connection with

the study of metacommunicative
guestions (T. Chkhe-tiani, I. Grabovska,
Ya. Gnezdilova, E. Lindstrem,
S. Shymberg, Yu. Filippova),

metacommunicative units (A. Sinitsyna),
phatic lexical means (S. Bykovskaya),
phatic strategies (V. Fedotova), speech
clichés (V. Stribizhev), contact-
establishing speech clichés (A. Vlasova),
speech stereotypes (A. Kutkova), means
of the communicative contact
(Yu. Egorova), regulative speech acts
(O. Egorova), metacommunicative
markers (E. Pigrova), or even such
independently investigated metacommu-
nicative elements as Can you imagine
that ...?, you know (S. M. Croucher;
L. Volkova). The aspects of research
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include communicative, functional,
pragmatic, and stylistic approaches to the
analysis of  the processes of
metacommunication and phatic
interaction. However, according to
Ya. Gnezdilova [4], the lack of the unified
approach to the classification of
metacommunicative means is partly due
to the fact that emperical research studies
are normally focused exclusively on one or
on a few metacommunicative markers.

The purpose of this research is 1) to
systematize metacommunicative ques-
tions, which belong to the group of
topicalizing questions; 2) to define the
spectrum of interlocutors’ regulatory
actions through the mediation of
metacommunicative contact-establishing
topicalizing questions in modern English
dialogic discourse.

To reach the objective of the research
and accomplish its tasks, a number of
general scientific methods (deduction,
induction, analysis, and synthesis) as well
as methods of linguistic analysis
(pragmatic, discourse, speech act, and
contextual analyses) are used.

Results. One of the main
metacommunicative tasks, realized at the
stage of establishment of the
communicative contact with the help of
metacommunicative contact-establishing
topicalizing questions, is the choice of the
contact-establishing topic of conversation
(11,9%) [5]. A set of communicative topics
at the stage of contact establishment is
usually associated with the communicative
situation, i. e., the set of conversational
partners, their actions, motives and goals.
Small talk is characterized by an extremely
wide thematic palette, since almost
anything in interlocutors’ interests can
serve as the topic of conversation. The
theme for discussion can be objects of the
surrounding world, spatial, temporal,
cultural, information objects, phenomena,
etc. It is important to note that the
presentation and development of these
topics usually has an anthropocentric

orientation, i. e., the conversation revolves
around people who become the focus of
communication. Reflection of interlocutors’
personality and character, way of life,
sphere of activity, social status become
the central communicative theme of phatic
communion.

There are topics of personal and non-
personal character. The personal topics
include the following subjects: family,
children, relatives and friends, health,
holidays, trips, employment, studies, pets,
plans for the future, etc. To the non-
personal sphere of interlocutor belong: 1)
the themes of the most general nature:
weather, “random” topics related to the
situation of the objective reality at the time
of communication; 2) themes of social
character: topical cultural events.

There is the one-sided opinion of the
researchers that a universal and safe topic
for the British is a commentary on the
weather [8, p. 48; 9, p. 135]. It is important
means for maintaining the communicative
contact avoiding uncomfortable silence.
The weather is usually the topic of
conversation for total strangers. In
addition, interlocutors are resorted to talk
about the weather in cases of complete
divergence of their interests or lack of
common background. For example:

(1) [When | arrived at a grocery store,
a jovial middle-aged woman met me at the
door...]

Mary: Come, come, follow me. I'll put
on the kettle and we can have a cuppa.
Isn’t it hot today? [She said in an attempt
to put me at ease.]

Thelma: Yes, the hottest day of the
year, | wouldn’t be betting.

Mary: Then you must be thirsty. My
name is Mary. What'’s yours?

Thelma: Thelma Young (R. Stokes.
Thelma’s Cottage, p. 82-83).

Conversation about the weather (Isn’t
it hot today?) is a neutral topic of
interaction for total strangers who have
just met in a grocery store and established
the communicative contact.
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As our research has proved,
comments on the weather are
interrogative constructions in the form of
tag-questions. The pragmatic analysis of
tag-questions revealed the specifics of
their functioning in the communicative
process at the stage of contact
establishment, i. e, they accomplish the
illocutionary force of an invitation or an
offer to agree with the propositional
content of the affirmative part of the tag-
guestion, as in the example:

(2) Stranger: Hello. Lovely weather,
isn’t it?

Sandra: Yes, beautiful.

Stranger: American?

Sandra: Yes.

Stranger: On holiday?

Sandra: Yes (A. Ingham. Lazy
Friends, p. 22).

In the above fragment the

interlocutors, previously unfamiliar with
each other, are faced with the problem of
finding a subject of interaction in the
situation of getting acquainted on the
seacoast. The initiator of communication
(the young writer) solves this problem
easily, using one of the most neutral and
typical for the British topics to establish the
communicative contact — the weather
(“Lovely weather, isn't it?”).

The topics of conversation for
interlocutors who are well acquainted with
each other can be family relationships, the
feelings of their relatives or close friends.
As a rule, within a small talk, none of the
communicative  themes gets real
development, details are avoided. Even if
one has to talk about something negative
it is pronounced in a friendly or humorous
way as well as without mentioning details,
because in any case the information
reported is not important in itself, but as
means of contact establishment. Example:

(3) [It's coming from a small television
a night security guard is watching. But
when he sees Billy approaching, he
quickly shuts it off.]

Billy: It's okay, Joe, you can leave it on.
It's no big deal.

Security Guard: No, it's okay, | don't
need to watch it.

Billy: How’s Meg?

Security Guard: She’s good, thanks.

Billy: And the boys?

Security  Guard:
Everybody’s good.

Billy: That’s good. Night.

Security Guard: Night, Billy. That was
a good season (S. Zaillian, A. Sorkin
Moneyball).

The discussion of interlocutors’ plans
for the future, the question about their
recent past, or current actions serve as a
favorable ground for the further
development of spoken interaction among
conversational partners who know each
other very well. For example:

(4) [Everyone is rushing to class. Evan
hurries through the halls and finds Helen
at her locker.]

Evan: Hey Helen! Hold up. Did you
hear about the party tonight?

Helen: Yeah, | just heard. It sounds
sweet. You're not coming, are you?

Evan: No, no, | am. That's why | came
looking for you... (S. Rogen, E. Goldberg.
Superbad)

The foremost topic of small talk is the
conversation about interlocutors
themselves. This fact is emphasized in all
modern studies devoted to the study of the
genre of small talk, as well as nhumerous
manuals for mastering the maintenance of
small talk, the authors of which note that
this rule is based on the principle “People
like to talk about themselves” [11, p. 824;
13, p. 109]. The contact-establishing
metacommunicative questions express
the interlocutor's interest in the partner of
communication  contributing to the
development of spoken interaction, as in
the example:

(5) [Ringing.]

Joanna: Hello, Felicia? This is Joanna,
how are you?

They’re  good.
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Felicia: Oh my God! Joanna how are
you doing? | haven’t heard from you in
ages.

Joanna: | am fine Felicia. How are
things over there?

Felicia: | have bad news Joanna. Raul
has been arrested! (M. R. luliano. Joanna,

p. 96)
Metacommunicative contact-establi-
shing topicalizing questions are the

bearers of thematic information. Thematic
information is inherent to any coherent
spoken interaction. The topic of interaction
occurs in the form of a macroproposition or
macrostructure. Thematic information is
realized through separate utterances; its
deployment obeys the principle of linearity
of speech, the characteristic feature of
which is the global, hierarchical (vertical)
organization [1; 3]. Metacommunicative
topicalizing questions set the subject of
dialogic discourse making the interlocutor
change the topic of conversation smoothly
and regulate the flow of interaction taking
into account the interlocutor’'s character
and personality traits.

Conclusions and discussion. The
metacommunicative contact-establishing
topicalizing questions carry out regulation
at organizational, thematic and
illocutionary-intentional levels. At the level
of the organization of dialogic discourse
with the help of topicalizing questions
conversational partners regulate social
relations within a certain communicative
act, i. e., they establish social-etiquette
contact and also affect the emotional tone
of interaction, i. e., establish psychological
contact. By setting social and psycho-
emotional parameters of a certain act of
spoken interaction, topicalizing questions
regulate the thematic content of
interaction. Using topicalizing questions
the speaker influences the listener’s
intentions, modifying them in accordance
with their purpose, thus implementing

illocutionary intentional regulation of
dialogic discourse. Regulatory activity
implemented via contact-establishing

topicalizing questions is of cooperative
nature, which is achieved through the
strategy of contact establishment and its
tactics. Investigation of  contact-
establishing metacommu-nicative
topicalizing questions in modern English
professional discourse may be of special
scientific interest in upcoming papers.

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Abstract. The article presents Ukrainian and/or Russian borrowings used by Poles
living in a small petty nobility village in Zhytomyr region in Ukraine in comparison with some
other Polish dialects in the same territory. There are excerpted and analyzed 121 borrowed
words divided into several thematic groups: “General notions” — e.g. budzieh ‘workday’,
nazad back’, semia family’; “Person and his characteristics” — e.g. durny foolish, stupid,
silly’, harny ‘nice, beautiful’, Kacap ‘of Russian nationality’, pjanica ‘drunkard’; “Activities and
physical condition” — e.g. rozpowiada¢ fto tell’, wzu¢ sie to put on one’s shoes’, otdychiwac¢
to have a rest’; “Feelings, emotions and behaviour” — e.qg. przeziera¢ ‘to despise, disdain’,
swarzy¢ sie to argue, quarrel’, wotnowac sie ‘to worry about’; “Food, dishes and
kitchenware” — e.g. hreczka ‘buckwheat’, deruny ‘potato pancakes’, kastrulka ‘saucepan’;
“State, administration and policy” — e.g. pensja ‘retirement’, partiejny ‘belonging to a party’,
bryhadir ‘brigadier’.

Among the borrowings words of Ukrainian origin prevail — there are 59 of them, i.e. about
49%; there are 42 lexical units of possible Ukrainian and/or Russian origin, i.e. about 35%,
and 20 lexemes of strictly Russian origin, i.e. 16%.

The comparison with other Polish dialects in Ukraine showed that out of 121 analyzed
words 91 words are known and used also in other neighbouring settlements, what
constitutes 75%. The most similarities — 59 words, i.e. about 49%, have been noted with the
petty nobility dialect of Siaberka and peasant Oleshkivtsi and Hrechany.

Polish language in Ukraine has shown
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Dorohan is a Polish petty nobility
village in Zhytomyr region, 68 km to the
west of Zhytomyr. The phonetic and
inflectional features of its Polish
language were generally presented by
Yulia Yavorska as part of her research
on the language of several Polish
dialects in that territory and further
described by Ewa Dziegiel along with the
history of the village, founded probably at
the end of the 18" — the beginning of the
19" c. [3]. There was also analyzed one
thematic layer of Dorohan vocabulary
concerning food and culinary in
comparison with the corresponding
vocabulary of some other Polish dialects
in Ukraine [13]. The necessity of
considering vocabulary, both borrowed
and native, from the point of view of its
functioning and thematic variation was
repeatedly pointed out by Janusz Rieger
[7; 8]. The first steps in this direction
were made by Aleksandra Krawczyk[-
Wieczorek] on the example of peasant
dialect of Matskivtsi in Podilia [5; 9],
Liudmyla Yanushevska and Oksana
Zakhutska [4; 10; 12; 13], and Viktoriia
Cherniak [2].

The purpose of this article is to
present Polish vocabulary of Dorohan
from the perspective of Ukrainian and
Russian borrowings that inevitably
appear in various thematic scopes in
comparison with other Polish dialects in
Ukraine. Such a description will become
the next step in studying Polish
vocabulary of descendants of petty
nobility in Ukraine and will benefit to
making its generalized vision in the
future.

Data and methods. The material for
this analysis was extracted from the texts
recorded in Dorohan in 2002-2003 by A.
Krawczyk[-Wieczorek], Marta Gugata
and Genowefa Tymbrowska within the
dialectical research conducted under the
supervision of Prof. J. Rieger. This is

a total of more than 10 hours of
recordings (over 200 pages of typescript)
from five respondents: KS22, MJ27,
SB32, HR42, and JS49 (the digits
indicate the year of birth).

The borrowings are presented
thematically in  comparison  with
corresponding vocabulary of
neighbouring inhabitants of Siaberka
(abbreviation: Siab) [11] and
respondents of the petty nobility origin
from Sataniv on the Zbruch River
(abbreviation: Sat) [6] as well as with the
vocabulary used in some peasant
villages: in Oleshkivtsi and Hrechany
based on the vocabulary by Iwona
Cechosz-Felczyk (abbreviations:Oleshk,
Hrech) [1], and in nearby Matskivtsi
following A.  Krawczyk[-Wieczorek]
(abbreviation: Matsk) [5]. Within the
defined thematic groups, words are
given alphabetically, mostly in the basic
form. Nouns, recorded only in plural, are
given unchanged, similarly are described
diminutives. Nouns (including diminu-
tives) inevitably prevail, with a few
adjectives and verbs.

Results. There have been excerpted
121 Ukrainian and/or Russian
borrowings, including a few archaic,
regional, and dialect Polish words that
have parallels in contemporary Ukrainian
and Russian (marked with an asterisk *).
The lexemes are provisionally divided
into several thematic groups; the division
is dictated by the available material and
some of its aspects can be developed
and completed.

36lopu A Siab; Oleshk, HrechThe
analyzed lexical borrowings (121 units)
are presented thematically. “General
notions” group is not numerous (13);
borrowings here denote time, space and
direction — e.g. budzien, kudly, nikudy,

Ukr./Rus.
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nazad, as well as words like semia and
posydenki.

“Person and his characteristics”
group is twice bigger (25); it includes
borrowings connected with people and
their personalities — e.g. chazajka,
ludzina, mofodycia, uczony, as well as
characteristics based on  one’s
nationality — e.g. Kacap, Polaczka,
appearance — e.g. gfadki, krepki, harny,
dogladzony, traits of character — e.g.
durny, przypytalski, sierjozny, pusty, and
habits — e.g. pjanica, splletnica, splucha,
etc. Here nouns and adjectives prevail (9
and 15 words) with only one verb
poprawic sie noted.

“Activities and physical condition”
group (12) presents a few borrowings
naming people’s everyday actions — e.g.
rozpowiadac, spozywac, wzuc sie, and
physical condition — e.g. dawi¢ sie,
otdychiwac, etc. All of them are verbs.

“Feelings, emotions and behaviour”
group (13) contains mostly verbs, but for
one noun and one adjective, denoting a
person’s emotional state and behavior —
e.g. bazac, druzy¢, myrzy¢ sie,
przezierac, swarzy¢ sie, wotnowac sie,
niedowolny, spletni, etc.

“Food, dishes and kitchenware”
group is the most numerous one (34);
includes borrowings denoting food and
food products — e.g. hreczka, kartofla,
kukuruza, pasznia, dishes and their
ingredients — e.g. chtdédek, deruny,
pampuszki, tuszonka, as well as names
of kitchenware wused in people’s
everyday life — e.g. czerpaczek,
kastrulka, kruzka, mysnik.

“State, administration and policy”
group (24) presents borrowings related
to authorities and their activities,
including historic ones — e.g. pensja,
pasport, kothosp, kolektyw, partiejny,
sawiecka wtast’, zbory; also names of
professions and military notions can be

found here — e.g. bryhadir, modistka,
sotdat, patron.

Among the borrowings words of
Ukrainian origin prevail — there are 59 of
them, i.e. about 49%; there are 42 lexical
units of possible Ukrainian and/or
Russian origin, i.e. about 35%, and 20
lexemes of strictly Russian origin, i.e.
16%.

The comparison with other Polish
dialects in Ukraine showed that out of
121 Ukrainian and/or Russian
borrowings noted in Dorohan 91 words
appear also in other Polish places in the
same territory, what constitutes 75%.
The most parallels have been found with
the neighbouring petty nobility Siaberka
— 59 words and peasant Oleshkivtsi and
Hrechany — 59 and 58 words, i.e. about
49% correspondingly. Fewer similarities
have been noted between respondents
from the petty nobility from Sataniv — 27
words, i.e. 22%, and peasant Matskivtsi
— 38 words, i.e. 31%. The existence of
“‘newer” borrowings in the vocabulary of
Dorohan may be explained by their latest
provenance and growing Ukrainian
and/or Russian influences.

Conclusions and discussion. The
article presents a not described before
borrowed vocabulary of the petty nobility
dialect of Dorohan in comparison with
other Polish dialects in Ukraine. The
analyzed linguistic material can become
the basis for  further cultural,
ethnographic or anthropological
research in the conditions of irreversible
disappearance of Polish in the former
South-Eastern Poland.

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EARLY BAROQUE SYNTHESIS OF RATIONALITY
AND SENSUALITY IN TRAGEDIES
BY J. FORD, F. BEAUMONT AND D. FLETCHER

Abstract. The article focuses on the poetics of the early Baroque tragedies. Exaltation,
as an important element of the poetics of early Baroque tragedies, is analyzed. In the early
Baroqgue tragedies the struggle between evil and good, bestiality in men, the fury in human
souls find a positive resolution, which is expressed by theological sacred terms.

In the Middle Ages, the lovers do not mix religious and erotic motives. Such mixture is
perceived as blasphemy. In Renaissance literature, the artist seeks to capture and depict
the neoplatonic conception of love. There is a firmly fixed limit between the erotic and
spiritual spheres of love, heavenly beauty and love can not be compared with earthly,
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sensual love. Thus there is distinction between spiritual love and physical love in
Renaissance drama. In the Baroque era, this division disappears. Catholic meditation is
the example of baroque meditation where the mystical and erotic emotions merge. Religious
ecstasy is brought out as sexual ecstasy. In Baroque tragedies religious fulfillment is
compared to sexual ecstasy. The pleasure gained from the concepts is the same. It is a
shocking concept especially considering this is done immediately after the Renaissance
period. Such a sensual exaltation caused a negative attitude to Baroque by some
researchers who called it sophisticated eroticism. However, when analyzing this aspect of
early baroque tragedies, critics should not forget that in the aesthetic system of Baroque the
similarity between religious and erotic ecstasy is conceived as the merger of the human
soul with God.

The sense of love is manifested in Baroque tragedy not only because it combines
spiritual and carnal, Platonic and rational, emotional and rational, but because it serves as
a means of ecstatic mystical unity with an entity, God.

The characters of the tragedies by J. Ford, F. Beaumont and D. Fletcher have medieval
ideas about the destructive power of passion, which is inherent in the art of mannerism.
However, it is possible to combine the spiritual and the carnal in emotional sense, as well
as its ability to restore harmony in case sins are regretted and therefore forgiven. Thus, in
the Baroque tragedy there is a synthesis of medieval and Renaissance concepts of love
with the leading role of the Renaissance tendencies.

Abstract. One of the main issues, which relates to the study of the category of intensity
and draws much attention of linguists is the exact description of its position among other
semantic categories, the definition of its boundaries, interconnection and interaction. The
subject of this work is the semantic category of intensity, which is inherent, at least indirectly,
in principle in any linguistic situation, and which can be embodied in the language in a variety
of ways. The most interesting is the level of phraseology, because stable comparative
phrases capture traditional national images and representations preserved from the earliest
times, and allow demonstrating the specificity and relevance of the symbols of individual
nations. The purpose of this study is, firstly, to analyse the essence and limits of the semantic
category of intensity, its position and relationship with other linguistic categories; and
secondly, to review of the means of expressing this category on the appropriate language
levels; and, thirdly, on the background of the linguistic corps, to compare Russian and
English stable comparative phrases.

However, according to V.N. Yartseva
taking into account the stratification nature
of the language system, its necessary to
begin with a comparison of single-order
phenomena in the compared languages,
because of some similarity of the
compared phenomena can we find out the
degree of their similarity and contrasts [14,
p. 3].

At the same time, scientists state out
that in contrastive studies, the problem of
equivalence and, in particular, the
establishment of functional semantic
equivalence acquires a special meaning
[1, p. 5].

Analysis of recent research and
publications. Describing the system of
functional-semantic fields of the Russian
language, A. V. Bondarko marks out a
group of fields with a qualificative-
guantitative kernel, among which exist the
fields of quality, quantitativeness and
comparativity [3, p. 23]. There is no doubt
that all these three fields in the language
interact. Thus, the field of comparativity is
represented by two microfields: the
microfield of inequality and the microfield
of equality of a qualitative sign (its
qguantitative characteristic) [6, p. 114].
Thus, the qualitative attribute of the
subject is also quantified in terms of
gradual or intensity. The gradual category
of a qualitative attribute is recognized as
one of the most universal semantic
categories. Y. Y. Vorotnikov explains
gradation as the ability of a qualitative sign
to be the «norm» of this sign, and also to
be in a state of transition from one degree
of its manifestation to another [4, p. 78].

I. I. Turansky speaks of intensity from
the point of view of stylistics and
understands it as a semantic category
based on the concept of quantity gradation
in the broad sense of the word [11, p. 3].

All researchers dealing with this
problem pay attention to the fact that the
gradual quality can be either stepped in

nature, such as the degree of comparison
of an adjective, or represent a transition
from one degree of intensity to the next
without clear boundaries between them.
Very often gradualism includes seme of
comparativity [13, p.82].

The explicit or implicit comparison,
which is the basis of gradualness, lies in
comparing one object to another, which is
supposed to have a sign in common with
the first. And although the degrees of
comparison of adjectives form the
dominant category of gradual quality, this
category is much broader, because it
includes the designation of the absolute

guantity of characters without the
comparative seme.
Considering comparisons as

phraseological units of a comparative
type, scientists have found that intensity
greatly influences the formation of their
semantics (L. A. Lebedeva, E. I. Sheigal,
T. V. Gridneva, Y. V. Bechka,
E. V. Belskaya and others.). They tend to
have an intensifying value, since they
contain an intensity marker «very» at the
level of the reference meaning. The
marker «very» denotes the size of a sign
which exceeds (or vice versa) a common
sign and therefore becomes significant for
a person in the verbal designation of the
world [9, p. 301] (for example, very
intelligent, very stupid). In the case of
using other quantity markers (for example,
«oney, «two» - the exact value (quantity),
«enough» - sufficient, «too muchy -
excessive, «more» - comparative, «all» -
the maximum possible value (number)),
there is always a more or less objective
criterion for the truth of a judgment, some
kind of external reference system, relative
to which the value (quantity) of a sign is
determined: an established system of
measures, the presence of another
comparative sign, objective physical
properties of an object, etc. When using
the semantic primitive «very», the
reference point of the quality and quantity
of a given quality is the norm - the
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legalized, generally accepted order, state
of things, pattern, rule. At the same time,
the desired state of things is recognized [9,
p. 303-308]. Estimated predicates are
most often marked by an intensifying
sense. Intensification of the feature allows
selecting any object from the class of the
same name. However, such a selection is
not based on the objective measure of the
manifestation of the sign, but on the
nominal representation of the nominee
about this signs one that differs
significantly from the norm. Scientists
speak of intensity as a «linguistic
representation» as a semantic category,
which is an integrating factor in an ordered
set of multilevel language units [3, p. 31].
By qualifying the intensity category as
semantic in a narrow and broad sense, the
researchers turned to material from
different languages, where this category
applied to speech problems
(S.E.Rodionova, A.V.Fedoruk), translation
problems (1. I. Ubin, I. I. Sushchinsky), was
considered as a component of the
semantics of the word and idiom
(E. I. Sheigal), studied on the basis of
dialects (E.Belskaya), including its gradual
characteristics (S.M.Kolesnikova, 1. I. Tu-
ransky).

The purpose. The intention of this
work is to study the gradual quality, which
forms the basis of the functional-semantic
field of comparativity. At the same time, we
proceed from the unity of the semantic
basis of the studied phenomenon in both
languages and the differences in the ways
of its expression.

Methods: comparative analysis,
synchronous-comparative method,
contextual method, analysis of implicit
meanings.

Results. The problem of the status of
the intensity  category  and its
understanding remains one of the most
discussed in modern linguistics, but still
doesn't have a clear-cut solution. The
presence of an extra-language referent
gives this category an ontological status

(as a category that lies within quantitative
relations). At the same time, the intensity
passes to the connotative level of
language and speech and interacts with
the categories of emotiveness,
expressiveness and assessment. In the
broad sense, intensity means a
quantitative change of a sign: «the term
intensity should be understood as all
differences, which are reduced to
categories of quantity, size, value,
strength, etc. regardless of whether they
are concrete ideas or abstract ideas» [2, p.
202]. In the center of this definition are
guantitative differences. In addition, Balli
notes that a quantitative difference, or a
difference in intensity, is one of those
generalizing categories into which we
introduce the objects of our perception or
our  thought [2, p. 202-203].
L. Gerasimova also correlates the intensity
and quantity, arguing that the intensity is
an expression of amplification, that is, one
of the types of quantitative characteristics
of the trait [5, p. 17]. According to
E. I. Sheigal, «the category of intensity,
denoting an approximate quantitative
assessment of quality, is a particular
manifestation of the category of quantity,
which is characterized as a non-discrete
(indefinite) quantity» [12, p. 6]. | 1.
Sushchinsky calls intensity as
«potentiation» and defines it as «a
semantic category reflecting a certain part
of objectively existing quantitative
gradations» [10, p. 3]. I. I. Turansky
considers intensity as «the semantic
category of a language, which is based on
the concept of gradation of the quantity of
the broad sense of the word» [11, p. 3].
While researchers associate intensity with
the measure of quantity and the
guantitative characteristic of a trait,
intensity is closely related to the category
of measure. If the measure denotes the
guantitative limits of the objective certainty
of a given quality, then the intensity
indicates the level of development of a
sign within the framework of this measure,
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which does not change this quality [12, p.
13].

The problem of choosing an intensifier
is interesting, because when nominee
uses the phraseological unit, he aims to
give an extremely clear and vivid
characteristic to the described
phenomenon. However, there may be
cases of incorrect choice of the object of
metaphorical transfer and, as a result,
incorrect use of a phraseological unit or
comparison. For example, if an
Englishman wants to say that someone is
wise, he will say «My grandpa is wise»
(ykp. Mid 0Oidycb mydpud). In this
statement there is no highlighting of the
lexeme «wise». And in the statement of
«My grandpa is wise as an owl» (ykp. Miu
0idycb myOpuli K coea), wWe can see an
intensification of the sign of wisdom
because of the comparison with the
intensifier «xowl». In Russian there is also
intensifier «owl» but it bears diametrically
opposite meaning. In the dictionary of
comparisons we find: poc. «Ha e3ans0
umo opersi, a rno ymy Kak uiuH» — npo
Hagernky noauHy) [8].

Conclusions and research
prospects. As we can see, the choice of
the intensifier is an extremely important
aspect of the formation of the statement,
so this problem requires further
consideration. Heterogeneity and
incalculability of lexical units, as well as the
unlimited possibility of their combinatorics
and a large historical the mobility of words
opens the possibility of promising research
in this area. This work is just a small part
of semantic research on the adjectives of
modern English and is an experience of
describing adjectives of an intensifying
nature.

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ON SOME PROBLEMS OF LEGAL DOCUMENTS TRANSLATION
B. I. Rubinska, M. O. Dimitriieva,

Abstract. The reality we face when talking about translation of legal documents is
that Ukrainian literature on this problem of translation is far from being sufficient. The
aim of this article is not to delve deeply into the acute language problems of translation
into Ukrainian, but to analyze some of the most typical ones by giving some examples
of translation from English into Ukrainian and vice versa.

Perhaps every Ukrainian interpreter and translator is aware of the difficulties of
translating legal documents. It depends much upon the type of the text. German
translator A. Neubert was considering the character of the text of the original and
suggested the following classification of the four distinctive types of practical correlations
when rendering texts to the target audience. To the first type belong the originals that
have equal practical interest for both audiences e.g. technical documentation and
literature). These may be translated with a higher degree of adequacy. The second type
are the originals that are specifically designed for translations (informatory materials
meant for non-native speakers).Fiction literature, imaginative writing belongs to the third
type. Translation of such texts is impossible without losses in pragmatic adequacy. The
fourth type is comprised of the originals that are specifically targeted at members of one
language group; these do not connect with translation target audience (here legislation,
private legal documents, social and political mass media and the things alike
belong).And here he is talking not as much about the quality of translation itself as of the
equal reaction of the source language audience. This type of achievement is not
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necessarily in each of the types of translation, and in some of these types it is virtually
unattainable due to, among other things, the peculiarities of translation recipients,
impossibility to determine the target audience reaction.

The analysis of equivalent translatability of legal information from one language into
another brings to mind another issue: different legal systems have distinctly different
legal terms and definitions. Many of them do not have analogies and are allomorphic
and may be translated only with the help of explication, description and other add-on
informational tools.

A legal document has its own specific structure. From the point of view of
appropriateness we consider it useful to apply the so-called ‘golden rule of interpretation’
in the process of translation of legal documents. We have also considered how to
achieve adequateness in the process of legal documents translation, as each document
has its own structural peculiarities and presentation rules and demands, that differ from
country to country. The requisites of documents translation have also been considered.
We have come to the conclusion that in the process of translation from one language
into another the usual translator’s skills are not enough. It is necessary to know special
legislation vocabulary, be knowledgeable in the peculiarities of terminology usage in a
concrete context as well as be able to orient in modern legislation.

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LINGUO-STYLISTIC SPECIFICS OF RECREATING THE WORKS OF FICTION

IN THE UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE

Abstract. The article deals with such topical issues as the linguistic and expressive
features of fictional style in literary works, definition of fictional works and normative
requirement for them. The paper also deals with the individual style of the author and his
differential characteristics. Although English and Ukrainian languages have long-lasting
cultural-historical and translation contacts, translators face a lot of challenges when
translating fiction grammatical phenomena. Every author has his own style, therefore a
concept of fiction style exists. Besides authors use their own fictitious names,
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neologisms, correct or deliberately incorrect grammatical constructions, slang and
idioms in their works. Without using certain stylistic techniques, the work loses its
uniqueness. Therefore great attention is drawn to the translation of the original text,
taking into account all stylistic techniques applied by the author. There are a number of
rules for adequate conveying the author's style and various stylistic and grammatical
phenomena, including specifics of translating phraseological units. The purpose of the
article is to analyze the rules of translation, to investigate the writer as a creative
individuality, since his own style embodies attempts to find a way to express his vision
and understanding of the world, to organize fictional material, to create a unique work in
order to attract the reader’s attention, get him interested in the text without violating the
style of the original text. Studying the problem of translating literature leads to
understanding the fact that there is a large number of scientific works on the translation
of the vocabulary of fictional materials, but most of them represent either the literary
aspect of the analysis of their language and style, or a purely theoretical aspect of
studying the specifics of translating the lexis. Fictional translation is a vivid example of
literary and intercultural interaction — it is an essential part of the national literary process,
functioning as a mediator between literatures. Fictional translation requires constant
search, invention, ingenuity, empathy, visual acuity and hearing, the disclosure of a
translator's creative individuality without interfering with the peculiarity of author’s
individuality. The best translations are performed not only through lexical or syntactic
correspondences, but also by creative studies of artistic relations, when language
conformations play a subordinate role. The purpose of fictional translation is to preserve
idiostyle — an individual style, i.e. a system of meaningful and formal linguistic
characteristics inherent in the works of a certain author, which makes the author's way
of expression embodied in these works.

Style is a form arranging system, the principle of organizing the artistic world, its
structure covering the tropics (artistic techniques), rhetoric (stylistics, art of presentation),
and language (vocabulary in the literal and figurative sense, polysemy and phonics). The
formal factors include compositional techniques: lyrical work contains a system of artistic
images, their interconnection, figurative structure and the presence of dominant, around
it images being united. In epic and dramatic works, the plot, landscape, portrait, inserted
episode, release is important. At times, the authors resort to the accumulation of slang
or vulgarisms in order to accentuate their own linguistic "uninhibited nature" and
demonstrate their own creative liberty. The author has the right to linguistic self-
expression, but such "riots" often conflict with the requirements of the language culture.
The writer’s individual style is capable of demonstrating his tireless pursuit of self-
seeking in creativity, and the desire for novelty, creative anxiety, which are decisive
incentives for his growth.

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Abstract. The article analyzes some problems of translating syntactical constructions
in private legal documents. The purpose of the article is to identify certain isomorphic and
allomorphic features of English and Ukrainian syntax in framework of solving particular
translation problems.The first isomorphic feature is the length of sentences in the analyzed
types of documents. In the process of translation the latter should be analyzed syntactically.
The length may be preserved or the sentence can be divided into two or more sentences for
better understanding by the reader. Another isomorphic feature is the usage of the Passive
voice constructions. The translator can either use them in translation or substitute some of
them by the Active forms for reasons of reducing redundant passive structures.

sentence. Translation mistakes are
marked as those related to the level of the
text [3].All these researches do not
mention peculiarities of translation of
syntactic constructions in private legal
documents, which proves topicality of
such research.

The object of this research s
syntactic features of legal texts and ways
of their rendering.

The subject of this article is the
translation of syntactical constructions in
private legal documents represented by an
agreement.

The purpose of the present research
is to determine some problems of
translatability by analyzing the existing
state of translation practice of private legal
documents syntactical constructions in
English as well as Ukrainian. So we have
set ourselves the task to describe the
syntactical structures in these documents
and some problems of their translation.

The main methods of research are
the studying and critical analysis of
literature, methods of deduction and
synthesis, comparative analysis.

Results.In  legal documents an
isomorphic linguistic feature is that
sentences are typically long and complex.
This is true for English, Ukrainian and
many other languages. We will describe
that feature in the British, American and
Ukrainian private legal documents.

Syntax refers to the structure of the
sentences and sequences of words. While
words are the basic building blocks of the
language that carry meanings, translation
never remains at the lexical level but goes
beyond. Words in translation never exist in
isolation and their true meanings cannot
be fully appreciated unless they are
construed with reference to the ways they
are structured.

Generally speaking, sentences in
legal texts are longer than in other text
types, and they may serve various

purposes. Nevertheless, a complicated
syntactical structure can cause
comprehension difficulty for the reader,
including the translator. It sometimes also
makes the rendering into the target
language difficult. We can find long and
complex-compound sentences in all types
of legal documents, private legal
documents as well. For example,

“In the event the contractor becoming
bankrupt or making a composition or
arrangement with his creditors or having a
proposal in respect of his company for a
voluntary arrangement for a composition
of debts in respect of his company to the
court for the appointment of an
administrator, or having a winding up order
made or (except for the purposes of
amalgamation or reconstruction) a
resolution for voluntary winding up passed
or having a provisional liquidator, receiver
or manager of his business or undertaking
duly appointed, or being placed under
judicial management, or having
possession taken, by or on behalf of the
holders of any debentures secured by a
floating charge, of any property comprised
in or subject to the floating charge, the
employment of the Contractor under this
Contract shall be forthwith automatically
terminated, but the said employment may
be reinstated and continued, if the
Proprietor and the Contractor, his trustee
in  bankruptcy, liquidator, provisional
liquidator, receiver or manager as the case
may be shall so agree”.

In this example, the main clause is: “In
the event of..., the employment.., shall be
terminated”. All the other clauses and
gualifications are to cover the conditions
and sentences with improved clarity.

The same situation can be found in the

Ukrainian sentence in an insurance
contract.

According to the existing rules a
translator should be adhere to the
following procedures, when translating
such sentences: 1. carefully analyze the
original sentence structure and sentence
essential meaning to understand the
message correctly and 2. to express and
convey the meaning in the target
language. Thus good knowledge of
syntactical structures of both the source
language and the target language is a
‘must” for a qualified interpreter and
translator. Sometimes it may be necessary
to divide the long sentence in the source
language and write two or more sentences
in the target language.

Another syntactical isomorphic feature
is the use of passive constructions. The
usage of the Passive Voice allows the
writer to avoid naming or referring to the
person or thing that performs the action.
e.g.. “The contract was breached”. This
sentence simply states the fact, it doesn’t
indicate the person, who breached the
contract. Lawyers use these constructions
very often and sometimes overuse them.
In translation these structures are
translated with the help of the Passive

Voice too. However, in the Ukrainian
language they are not as commonly used
as they are in English. In this case
adjustments may be necessary. It is not
obligatory that the passive structure is
carried over in the target language.

Provisos are a traditional feature of
English legal drafting in both private legal
documents and statutes. They operate as
conditions of qualifications. They are
usually introduced by linguistic formula
like: provided that, and provided that, and
provided further that, provided always that,
provided nevertheless that. Such formulas
are used to vary or modify a more general
provision, qualifying its operation in more
particular situations [6, ¢ 86].

Other limiting clauses common in
private legal documents include the
structure “subject to”. It is used to express
the intent that one provision (the master
provision) prevails over another (the
subject provision). For example, if clause
6 in an agreement begins with “subject to
clause 57, then any inconsistency between
the two clauses is resolved in favor of the
master clause, clause 5. This structural
part of a sentence is often used in ordinary
agreements and also in wills, settlements
and other instruments creating interest in
succession. It is also often used in
Statutes.

English and Ukrainian have
allomorphic features as their sentence
structure is different; moreover, legal
documents operate on set expressions
and clichés. Let us compare a sentence in
Power of Attorney and [1oBip€eHicTb.

In this sentence word order was
changed in order to fit the target language
requirements, making the text easier to
perceive. Grammar transformations are
required: target language verb should be
substituted for a source language
adjective as verbs are more characteristic
for the English language, and
consequently transposition: sentence
word order was changed by the translator,
placing “that belong to me” in the end.
Another grammar transformation is the
change of number (plural into singular, as
well as lexical transformation, where the
word “ycix” is reconstructed as “any” in the
English language.

Conclusions and discussion. In
both languages sentences in private legal
documents are
long, which is an isomorphic feature. This
makes the translator analyze their
syntactic structure and where necessary
divide them into two or more sentences.
Lawyers also use a lot of Passive Voice
constructions, which is another isomorphic
feature in both contrasted languages.
Therefore, they should be translated with
the help of these constructions. But one
should remember that they are less often

used in the Ukrainian language. There are
also allomorphic features that present
difficulty for a translator. Private legal
documents are full of set expressions and
clichés in limiting clauses. Grammar
transformations are required in this case.
Further research of the problem of
syntactic structures translation in private
legal documents is necessary.

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INTEGRATED DICTIONARY OF DENDRONIMS AS A MEANS OF UNIFICATION
OF NAMES OF PARK GREENARY AND SQUARES

Abstract. Introduction. The article is devoted to current issues of lexicographic
research in the field of the botanical nomenclature. A model of an integrated dendronymic
dictionary is highlighted, methodology for its compilation is determined, and its role in
unifying the names of green spaces of parks and squares is described. The methodological
foundations for the compilation of this type of dictionary are considered, the source database
of entry words is determined. The structure of the dictionary article is given.

The purpose of the article is to suggest a model of an integrated dendronymic
dictionary, determine the methodology of its compilation and single out its role in the
unification of the green space names of parks and squares.

Methodological basis. There are fundamental principles on which methodological
foundations for compiling dictionaries are based. V. Dubichinsky identified five basic
principles of lexicography: 1) the continuity of lexicographic works; 2) a significant role of the
subjective factor in compiling dictionaries; 3) conditionality by strict pragmatism; 4)
normativity in the choice of vocabulary; 5) theoretical and practical versatility of lexicographic
works.

The results. Dendron, a target term, should be in normative and dialect base, lexical
atlas materials, scientific publications, card-indexes of recorded dendronymic dialects of the
Ukrainian language and so on.

The classification of the lexical-semantic categories of dendronymics used in
dictionaries should correspond to the scientific traditions of botany as a science. As for the
classification of any green spaces there is a procedure for description: domain, regnum,
division, class, order, family, genus, species.

Conclusion. An integrated dendronymic dictionary is a source where the most
important information about a specific name is collected and briefly described. Upgraded
informativity of dictionary entries will help realize the pragmatic goal of the dictionary — the
unification of green space names on the basis of multinational identity and broad satisfaction
of needs of language practice —and bring lexicographic work closer to readers.

In addition, the compiled dictionary will contribute to the further unification of the
Ukrainian-language botanical nomenclature (dedronym), which will concern concepts and a
system of concepts, the definition for the semantic boundaries of the nomenclature, its
external and internal forms, as well as graphic design methods.

This research is the first attempt to generalize the experience in compiling a dictionary
of botanical nomenclature (in particular, the dendronim), to emphasize the author’s vision of
structuring and content of the dictionary.

Purpose of the academic paper.
English economic terminology is numeric
and branched, which may cause some
difficulties while translating. Therefore, the
purpose of our study is to identify the
features and reveal methods of the
economic terminology translation into the
Ukrainian language, to make its complex
analysis, to find ways for achieving
adequacy and equivalence in translation,
to determine the English economic terms
translation methods that do not have the
corresponding  equivalents in  the
Ukrainian language, to study structural,
semantic and stylistic features of
economic terms in the translation aspect.

Methods of study. Materials and
methods of study were determined by the
material specific nature. During the study,
the following methods such as analysis,
synthesis, comparison, description,
generalization, systematization were
used. The presence of semantically
identical or similar lexical units is
established by means of comparative-
historical and synchronously-comparable

methods, system and synchronic-
diachronic analysis, the method of
comparison.

Results of the research and their
discussion. No society can exist without
language: all peoples and every individual
live in a linguistic environment. The level of
scientific language development
influences the intellectual social progress,
indicates its national linguistic self-
expression. As we know, language is a
system that can be in constant movement,
so changes occur at all its levels. Its
vocabulary enrichment is driven by the
effect of extralinguistic factors. Vocabulary
Is particularly intensive at the turn of the
historical epochs. The notion of economic
terminology covers the terminology of
such branch systems as finance,
management, marketing, accounting,
banking, and others. The economic
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terminological system is dynamically
developing, it is in close contact with the
social life and development, responds to
the linguistic changes, conveys scientific
information.

Economic terminology, as a system of
economic phenomena and concepts
operating in the economic spheres of
legislation, business documentation and
economics, is a significant and extremely
important layer of any national language
vocabulary. Attention to terminology and
its development on the own linguistic
basis, the state and depth of scientific
study, its elaboration and compilation
degree are indicators of the state
development, national and economic
consciousness. One of the basic
economic terminology specifics is its
practical understanding by all members of
the linguistic community, as long as
economic terms have not remained within
the vocabulary designed for specific tasks.
Economic terminology is a full-fledged part
of the general linguistic vocabulary of
modern Ukrainian literary language, which
are more semantically distinct, it has a
tendency to monosemy, strict regulation in
use, and openness.

A term (Latin terminus — borderline,
boundary) is an emotionally neutral word
or phrase, which means a clearly defined
special concept of any branch of science,
technology, art, social life, etc., and is
characterized not only stylistically, but also
by a certain lexical isolation. Its main
features are specific nature,
denomination, systematic  character,
monosemy, synonymy and homonymy,
stylistic neutrality, accuracy, conciseness,
international character, sonority and
derivative terms easiness. Thus, the term-
context interaction is extremely important
for word meaning in the course of scientific
economic texts conveying from English
into Ukrainian [1, p. 58].

If a word is used as a term of another
specific field of knowledge, it is also
monosemantic, distinguished semantically

from its  meanings, which are
terminologically nonfunctioning, as well as
in the terminology, but in another field of
knowledge. Thus, the term is a word
characterized not only stylistically, but also
by a certain isolation in the vocabulary and
the concepts definition belonging to a
specific field of knowledge [7, p. 155].

Nowadays, economic terminology can
be classified into the following lexical and
themantic groups [4, p. 30]: a) persons
engaged in economic activity:
shareholder, broker, manager, broker,
helper, hedger, charterer; b) mathematical
indicators: bank liquidity ratio, index of
living cost, wage index; c) organizations
involved in financial and economic
activities: the International Bank for
Reconstruction and Development, the
European Investment Bank, the
International Credit Insurance Association;
d) economic processes: inflation,
investment, lending, collection, ratification,
indexation; e) regulatory documents and
laws: the Bulletin of the foreign exchange
rate, the Law of money circulation, the Law
of holidays.

Originally, economic terminology is
classified as follows: a) 19 % of the
financial and economic terminology are
actually Ukrainian words (by the way,
economic terminology is among the few
systems that has so few own terms): debt,

debtor, cost, netting, redemption,
expenses, cash, money, income, debt,
savings, loan, account, cash, duty,

mortgage, employment, services, supplier,
trade; b) 8 % are the words-hybrids, that
Is, ones consisting of two roots, one of
them is actually Ukrainian, the other one is
borrowed: the drawer, holder of bill of
exchange, the livestock bill, the grantor,
the quasi-price, capital productivity, capital
intensity, capital stock, Euromarkets; c)
the remaining 73 % is the vocabulary
borrowed from different world languages.

Today it is evident that the unstable
terminological traditions nature makes to
borrow more than create itself. That is why
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we have a large number of English-
language borrowings in various economic
terminology fields [8]. Thus, for example,
the terms budget, advance, deficit,
balance, credit, offshore, asset have
already become usual. However, some
terms such as clearing, timing,
endorsement, outsourcing, engineering,

trader and many others traditionally
require the special vocabulary
interpretations.

At the same time economic terms are
not homogeneous by their structure. They
can be classified into the following groups:
a) simple (one-word): cash, investing,
business, advance, concern, company,
prolongation, sponsor, price, fine; b)
complex: bending, heat flow, pressure
gauge; c) vocabulary formed by the
appositive  assembly: lottery-allegro,
invoice, gross premiums, bank card
issuer, or with a preposition of an attribute:
gross profit, business plan, gross interest,
gross income, solo bill; d) compiled
(collocations): 1) two-components:
balance of payments, premium shares,

emission balance, tax return, nominal
value, money laundering; 2) three
components: card accounting system,

payroll rates, counterclaims, guaranteed
securities, profitability of equity capital; 3)
four-components: maintenance of the
power of the current enterprise, capital
repairs of fixed assets, bonus system of
wages; 4) five-components: the index of
purchasing power of the monetary unit, the
guota in the international monetary fund,
the ratio of provision of interest on loans;
d) abbreviations: PC — personal computer;
GDP — gross domestic product.

While translating terms, it is necessary
to take into account the context of their
use, since a certain term can serve
different professional fields, and even
within one field of knowledge may denote
different concepts. Thus, the term
“turnover” in accounting terminology
means “ToBapoobir’, “obcar npogax», in
agricultural chemistry — “06miH pe4oBuH”,

in the technical field — “nepegava manHa”,
in business — “piyHnn obcar npoaaxis”.
The term “performance” is also
multifunctional and is used in the following
disciplines: 1) audit; 2) stock exchange
activities; 3) aviation medicine; 4) security;
5) accounting, etc. In general, as it is
shown in the examples, the knowledge of
the difference in lexical meanings, which
depends on the economic field the word
belongs to is vital.

Conclusions and perspectives.
Terminology as a set of terms is an integral
part of any language vocabulary. The
primary term function is to name and
determine each specific phenomenon or
subject in a specific field of science as
accurately as possible. Existence of
several different names for the same
concept is undesirable, as it can lead to
errors and inaccuracies.

Consequently, the issue of terms
translation and economic dictionaries

compilation continues to be one of the
modern linguistics topical one. Recently,
economic terminology systems have
significantly increased. Therefore, the
translator or interpreter must not only be
fluent in English but at the same time be
aware of specific translation field, because
the terms meaning is closely related to the
context, its content and specific nature,
and may vary depending on the field of
use. An adequate translation can be made
only if these two conditions are effectively
combined.

Structural, semantic, syntactic
differences between the English-Ukrainian
terms create difficulties in choosing the
translation method or strategy. Therefore,
experienced translators usually choose
one or another translation transformation
guided by the specific term context and
sometimes combine all above-mentioned
techniques in order to convey their lexical
meaning accurately into the target
language, while preserving the sound form
and morpheme structure of the source
terminology as far as possible.

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Abstract. The article highlights certain peculiarities of monomial variables in the audit
terminology as exemplified in the English language. That becomes possible by focusing on
similarities found between an algebraic expression, its components and operations, and a
terminological set expression in English for Audit as a language for specific purpose. A
substitute for a term in the audit terminology is proposed along with the relevant
classification. In the light of global digitalization and automation of processes, international
business markets are getting more and more demanding in the search of insightful solutions
and cutting-edge technologies. Terminology as a field of linguistics is moving ahead. These
days cross-cultural communication in the professional domain requires fresh innovative
views with an emphasis on interdisciplinarity. Therefore, such methods as sampling,
experimental design and description of the term coinage may provide solid ground for the
research, and the choice of audit terminology corresponds to the growing trend in business
teachings in the diversified classroom. Further research, analysis, discussion and
implementation of findings into IT solutions may well contribute to formal theories of
grammar, multilingual terminologies, corpus based linguistics, etc.

Originality of the Research.Today,
the command of a foreign language in the
multilingual business environment is not
enough. The expertise in professional field
and proper understanding of professional
business contexts arise to build up
necessary skills for translators /
interpreters as well as business people.
That means languages for specific
purpose (LSP) may be viewed at the
forefront to drive the development of global
economies and advance new digital
technologies. For the purpose of the
article, the focus is going to be on English
for Audit in general and the monomial
variables in the English audit terminology,
in particular.

It is no surprise that a great variety of
changes drives the world community to
keep an eye on the Ilarge-scale
developments across the globe. For
instance, in order to prevent criminals from
disguising illegally obtained funds as
legitimate income and financing terrorism,
the global community relies on AML (anti-
money laundering) laws, regulations, and
procedures. At this point cutting-edge
technologies, digital solutions may come
handy to detect and minimize exposure to
fraud, mitigate risks and maintain
regulatory compliance by offering KYC
(Know Your Customer) AML service. Next,
audits in domestic markets as well as
international audits are in urgent need of

best digital solutions to deliver high quality
service and valuable insights to the
customer. One may find a number of IT
products to meet the market demand. For
instance, according to
www.softwareadvice.com, Optial
SmartStart is a cloud-based governance,
risk and compliance (GRC) solution, which
serves businesses of all sizes in industries

such as banking, insurance,
manufacturing and retail. The other
software product - iAuditor, is an

inspection checklist application, which
helps users convert paper forms into
digital formats, where necessary, may
service a wide range of industries that
require safety audits and inspections.
Therefore, automation of business
processes and digitalization in the 21st
century make part of the contemporary life.
To this end, it may appear sound to ask
why linguistics should be looking at the
traditional ways of research only, why
linguistics should study and classify terms
in a conventional way, lagging behind the
innovative trends in the technological
world.

Consequently, we may find that
challenging but reasonable to look into the
ways of synchronising the algorithmic IT
architectures with the linguistic domains.
To get ahead of the curve would mean to
accept a dare and see whether (i) the
terms and/or terminological set
expressions in English for Audit as an LSP
and (ii) the algebraic expressions can
match. Should the parallels coincide, the
findings could help develop bilingual and
multilingual concordances at a higher
speed and improve quality of machine
translation. For this purpose, a set of
relevant terms are going to be introduced
and accompanied by respective definitions
for the classification of terms coined for
audit and auditing.

Overall, a key way to schematize the
analytic methodology is in terms of
relationship between the term and
components of the term, where such term
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features a more complex nature, with the
further focus on the first subcategory in the

proposed classification, taken the
restricted title.

Theoretical Framework. Broadly
speaking, language is a system that
associates with the development,
acquisition, maintenance and use of

complex systems of communication. At
the same time, one may state that a
language (English, German, Ukrainian,
Polish, French, Portuguese, etc.) is a
specific example of such a system. To this
extent, it is known that the scientific study
of language is called linguistics, and
Ferdinand de Saussure, a Swiss linguist,
is widely considered one of the founders of
the 20"-century linguistics. Remarkably,
according to Saussure, linguistic entities
are parts of a system and are defined by
their relations to one another within that
system [6, p.108]. At this point, it is worth
paying special attention to the above as a
number of other parallels are going to be
highlighted in the proposed discussion. In
further support of the ideas, it is helpful to
follow Saussure’s lecture notes published
later — Course in General Linguistics, in
which the game of chess appears to be
analogy, inasmuch the game is not defined
by the physical attributes of the chess
pieces on the board but the relation of
each piece to one another [7]. Saussure’s
concept of the structure of language is the
arbitrary nature of the sign. That is to say,
with thousands of human languages
irrelevant of their expression, either
written, or spoken, Saussure guestioned
how and why the same thing is referred to
in thousands of different words. He
concluded that there is no essential or
inherent relationship between a word
(signifier) and its meaning/referent
(signified). Each signifier expresses a
meaning by its relation/difference to other
signifiers, and the structure, i.e. grammar,
associations, syntax, etc., of a language
determines the way of interaction of and/or
difference between the signifiers. The key

point is that words have meaning because
of difference.

The proponent of Saussure’s theory,
Noam Chomsky (1994) defines language
as the construction of sentences that can
be generated wusing transformational
grammars [8]. Thus, advocating a formal
approach, language structure can be
revealed via identified basic elements
accompanied by a formal account of the
set rules that govern combinations of such
elements, which result is words and
sentences. Next, such transformational
grammars extend to formal logic, or
mathematical logic [9-10], formal theories
of grammar, or theoretical linguistics [11-
15], and in applied computational
linguistics [16-18].

Therefore, apart from linguistics,
language also refers to  stand
for codes, ciphers, and other kinds of

artificially  constructed communication
systems. To this part, a formal
language means a  system  of
signs for encoding and
decoding information, which may be

appropriate for the purpose of the article
as a schemata of mirror-able relationships
associated with algebraic expressions and
set expressions in English for Audit as an
LSP that makes part of the English
terminological system.

Algebraic Expressions in
Mathematical Logic.  Mathematical
logic is a subfield of mathematics, which
explores the applications of formal logic to
mathematics. Mathematical logic connects
to foundations of mathematics and
theoretical computer science, in particular.
To meet the objective of this article, it is
necessary to look at algebra and its
expressions in  order to conduct
experimental dive into possible synced
pathways of relationships between terms
and/or components of the term in the
English terminology for auditing — English
for Audit known as language for specific
purposes, by employing formal logic, on
the one hand, and identify such
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similarities in algebraic expressions, on
the other. The thing is that algebra and
its expressions are seen as the language
of mathematics, and are used to describe
relationships between elements and
structures, even people, thoughts,
behavioral patterns.

Thus, the online Merriam-Webster
dictionary defines an algebraic expression
as ‘an expression obtained by a finite
number of the fundamental operations of
algebra upon symbols representing
numbers’; at www.dictionary.com, we read
that it is ‘a symbol or a combination of
symbols used in algebra, containing one or
more numbers, variables, and arithmetic
operations’. To this extent, one may find
that an algebraic expression is an amalgam
of variables and constants of one or more
terms. The expressions include symbols or
operations like ‘add’, ‘subtract’, ‘multiply’,
and ‘divide’. Giorgio Bolondi et al. (2018)
note that these expressions are categorized
as monomials and polynomials [19], e.g. 2c
+ 3d, 4xly - 2, 4sp+2a, etc. Next, every part
of an algebraic expression that is separated
by a minus or plus sign is known as the term
of the algebraic expression. However,
multiplication and division signs do not
separate the terms of an algebraic
expression. Broadly, there are five types of
algebraic expressions: (a) monomial, (b)
binomial, (c) trinomial, (d) polynomial, (e)
multinomial. In the article Monomials and
Polynomials: the Long March towards a
Definition, G. Bolondi et al. (2018)
underline that “The process of pairing a
name with representations or properties
occurs at all levels of mathematical
education” [19]. Moreover, the authors
‘consider ‘name’ to refer to any noun. A
‘property’ is a sentence containing a name
related to an adjective and/or to other
names (potentially just one)’ and they
‘class ‘representation’ as any visual
mediator (in the sense of Sfard, 2008),
meaning both symbols and icons” [19,
p.3]. Notably, further in the text the
definitions for a polynomial and monomial

are provided, by specifying that “A
polynomial is an element of a ring of formal
expressions and the ‘name-thing’ pairing
develops at a higher level of formalization
and with a higher order of logical
organization” as opposed to monomials
that are “particular cases of polynomials”
[19, p.3].

Consequently, the widely accepted
classification of an algebraic expression
enlists:

(1) Monomial, an algebraic
expression that includes only one non-zero
term, e.g. a is a monomial in one variable
a; 2ab?® is a monomial in two variables a
and b; 2d is a monomial in one variable d;
2ay/3c is a monomial in three variables a,
y and c;

(2) Polynomial, an algebraic
expression that has one, two or more terms,
e.g. 2a + 3b is a polynomial of two terms in
two variables a and b; 2xy + 4x + 1 is a
polynomial of three terms in two variables
x and y. Polynomials may be subdivided
into binomials and trinomials in connection
with the number of non-zero terms:

(a) Binomial, an algebraic expression
that has two non-zero terms, e.g. a?+2b is
a binomial in two variablesaand b; f + g is
a binomial in two variables f and g;

(b) Trinomial, an algebraic expression
that has three non-zero terms, e.g. x +y +
z is a trinomial in three variables x, y and
z.

In addition, the above-mentioned
article reads, “monomials are introduced
mostly through lists of properties that are
both necessary and sufficient” [19, p.7] as
opposed to polynomials that are made
from “a monomial or the sum of
monomials... A polynomial may have one
or more terms”, where “a polynomial is
defined as the algebraic sum of
monomials, but the classification of
monomials as polynomials is justified by
considering the sum of a monomial and
the null monomial” [19, p.8].
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Terms of Set Expressions in
English for Audit.As regards terminology
as a term, the online Cambridge Dictionary
defines it as ‘special words or expressions
used in relation to a particular subject or
activity’ [20] and Merriam-Webster
provides the following definition — “1. the
technical or special terms used in a
business, art, science, or special subject;
2. nomenclature as a field of study’. In our
opinion, the definition should be
broadened to include not only the terms
but also their use. Moreover, terms under
this article are words and compound
words as well as multi-word expressions
similarly to non-zero terms of an
algebraic expression, which in a specific
context acquire specific meanings.
Importantly, such meanings differ from
meanings the same words may have in
contexts other than audit-marked or in
every day communication. From the
suggested standing, terminology is a
discipline that inter alia systematically
studies all the particulars of the term, i.e.
its development, designation, denotation,
description, denomination as well as
interrelationships within a specialized
domain as compared to “the peculiar
interplay among representations,
properties and names” in an algebraic
expression [19, p. 3]. Besides,
terminology can be limited to one or more
languages  (multilingual /  bilingual
terminology). It may also feature an
interdisciplinary focus on the use of terms
in different fields.

However, this article aims to draw
attention to the English audit terminology,
with a special emphasis on the use of
relevant terms in auditing. It is found that
the English terms to denote audit activities
can be characterized similarly to terms in
an algebraic expression. In analogy with
an algebraic expression, it is suggested
the following definition be introduced to the
term in English for Audit (LSP):

A terminological set expression in
English for Audit is an amalgam of

variables and constants of one or more
terms that incorporate into such an
expression by means of a relevant
conjunction (e.g. and, or), if any, in order
to form term settings required by a certain
context in the audit domain.

Given the above and analyzing the
elements, which may constitute the
terminological set expression in English
for Audit, it is necessary to underline that
all the terms / terminological set
expressions in the said domain fall under
the two groups, thus, mirroring an
algebraic expression:

(1) Monomials, and

(2) Polynomials (or mostly binomials,
to be more exact).

That is why, for the purpose of the
article, a monomial terminological set
expression in English for Audit (a
monomial in audit terminology, or a
monomial term, or a monomial) means
only one term, which can be extended with
a modifier / modifiers or unextended. A
polynomial terminological set
expression (a polynomial in audit
terminology, or a polynomial term, or a
polynomial) in English for Audit means a
sum of two or more terms, which can be
extended with a modifier / modifiers or
remain unextended, respectively.
Linguistically speaking, the operation of
addition (or subtraction) links to the use of a
relevant conjunction. In majority of cases,
the roles associate with the two of them —

and and or.
Let us look at a number of instances to
better understand the proposed

classification and follow the similarities
traceable in both applied linguistics (English
for Audit as an LSP) and theoretical
mathematics, algebraic expressions, in
particular:

e anomaly ‘a misstatement or
deviation that is demonstrably not
representative  of misstatements  or

deviations in a population’ [22, p. 11] — a
monomial in one variable anomaly;
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e assurance engagement risk ‘the risk
that the practitioner expresses an
inappropriate conclusion when the subject
matter information is materially misstated’
[22, p. 20] — a monomial in three variables
(1) assurance, (2) engagement, and (3)
risk;

e assurance skills AND techniques

‘those planning, evidence gathering,
evidence evaluation, communication and
reporting skills and techniques

demonstrated by an assurance practitioner
that are distinct from expertise in the
underlying subject matter of any particular
assurance engagement or its measurement
or evaluation’ [22, p. 20] — a binomial in
three variables (1) assurance, (2) skills, (3)
techniques;

e auditor’s point estimate or auditor’s
range ‘the amount, or range of amounts,
respectively, derived from audit evidence
for use in evaluating management’s point
estimate’ [22, p. 21] — a binomial in four
variables (1) auditor’s, (2) point, (3)
estimate, (4) range.

As provided in the examples above, the
terms in a terminological set expression —
either monomial or polynomial, may be
viewed via variables in an algebraic
expression. Similarly, the referent may vary
as based on its extent and scope of concept
in a term. However, it is critical to underline
that it is not only the concept that will link to
each standalone term itself in order to name
the signifier. It is about the relations
between the terms (variables) in such a
monomial, the relation or difference with
other monomials as well as the structure of
the monomial as it is. In our opinion, it is
reasonably found that the monomial as a
term can be contrasted with a mere term in
a terminological set expression to point to
the understanding of (ir)reversibility of the
term setting within a certain terminological
set expression. For instance, when
speaking of assurance engagement risk, it
is clear the monomial includes three

variables that under a certain circumstance
may as well constitute independent
monomials (non-zero terms as compared to
variables in an algebraic expression):

(1) Risk, as defined in the online
Business Dictionary, is ‘ a probability or
threat of damage, injury, liability, loss, or
any other negative occurrence that is
caused by external or internal
vulnerabilities, and that may be avoided
through preemptive action’ [21];

(2) Engagement ‘accord, covenant, or
promise involving mutual obligations’ as set
in the online Business Dictionary [21];

(3) Assurance ‘part of corporate
governance in which a management
provides accurate and current information
to the stakeholders about the efficiency and
effectiveness of its policies and operations,
and the status of its compliance with the
statutory obligations’ [21].

With the three variables on hand in
assurance engagement risk, it is obvious
that the monomial or a term as traditionally
classified in linguistics is of complex nature.
Structurally, it includes three components or
elements, thus, making into a compound
noun. Next, the question would arise as to
the sequence and/or reversibility in the term
setting. Is it possible to reverse the
variables (components /elements), i.e.
engagement assurance risk, engagement
risk assurance, assurance risk
engagement, etc.? The answer would
arrive immediately — no way. The point here
is that each signifier expresses its meaning
(each variable features its concept) by the
relations / difference to other signifiers
(variables) under a strictly arranged setting.
Reversibility in the term setting (change in
the order of variables) would result in the
shifted concepts. Besides, it is crucial to
identify the core and periphery. With a
compound noun in the term structure, one
of them modifies the other. With the three
nouns as variables of the monomial, it is
necessary to properly pair them: risk as a
core variable + engagement as its modifier
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in pre-position to create the coined term of
engagement risk, and then to extend the
variable engagement with its subsequent
modifier assurance, also in the pre-position
to the variable. In the end, the term would
embody into assurance engagement risk.
Or, we would focus on the two concepts
sequenced, primarily, that of risk,
secondarily, that of assurance
engagement. To draw a line, monomial
variables are characterized by concepts.
The relations between such variables make
a difference, by which the highlights can be
shifted as the context may require.
However, the fixed order in the term setting
remains unchanged.

Upon the analysis of the monomial
variables in the English audit terminology, it
is found that the majority of terms in English
for Audit be characterized by immediate
linear relations between such monomial
variables. A monomial can be set as a
single term featuring one variable, or a
number of variables interdependent of one
another as modifiers. On balance, the
variations in the relations come to the
below:

() Attributive, where the core concept
envelopes into the noun (gerund), which is
modified by its attributes, i.e. nouns, nouns
in the genitive case, adjectives, pronouns,
present and/or past participles, etc. —
agreed-upon procedures (a past participle
+ a plural noun), arm’s length transaction
(a metaphor / compound noun as modified
with a noun in the possessive case + a
noun), applied criteria (a past participle +
a noun in irregular plural), financial reports
(an adjective + a plural noun), financial
reporting (an adjective + a gerund), quality

assurance (a compound noun), audit
sampling (a noun + a
(i) gerund), audited financial

statements (a past participle + an adjective
+ a plural noun) [22];

(i) Objective , where the core
concept lies with the term expressed in the
form of a verb accompanied by its object,

monomial variables of relevant nature —to
address the assessed risks (a verb + a
noun modified by a past participle), to
obtain audit evidence (a verb + a
compound noun), to extend audit
conclusions (a verb + a compound noun in
the plural form), to assess risks of material
misstatement (a verb + a noun in the plural
form + a preposition + an adjective + a
noun) [22];

(iv) Adverbial, where a monomial
includes a modified variable (verb /
adjective / adverb, etc.) when
complemented with an adverb (adverbial
modifier) — adversely impacted reputation
(an adverb + a past participle + a noun),
particularly relevant information (an
adverb + an adjective + a noun) [22];

(v)Predicative, where monomials are
viewed through a more complex lens, in a
syntax context, in which circumstance
subject-and-predicate relations fall under
scrutiny — the auditor finds, the regulation
sets, etc.

The polynomials as  another
subcategory of the English audit
terminology are the next step to discuss
and their complex nature as well as
relations between variables require
thorough analysis and description in detalil,
for which reason such will be the subject

matter of the future research and
discussion.
Conclusion. Based on the

contrastive analysis, the parallel is drawn
between the systematic relations in an
algebraic expression and those in a
terminological set expression in the
English audit terminology. The focus is
with the relations / difference between
monomial variables, which determine the
key concept of the term itself. Although the
present study is limited to the introduction
of the proposed classification, analysis
and description of only one subcategory —
monomials in English for Audit as a
language for specific purposes, the
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findings are indicative and show that
misinterpretations of terms might occur
when dealing with the conceptual relations
within the complex terms. As an
alternative, a substitute of the traditionally
accepted term is proposed — a monomial
or polynomial. Thus, it becomes possible
to meet two goals. One is to introduce a
term with a more precise vision of the
irreversible structure, concept relations
and its use in the audit domain by experts
and lay people. The other relates to
process feasibility and facilitation of
machine translation provided IT specialists
be attracted to help integrate linguistic
findings into the software solutions.
However, it is critical to note that
architecture of frameworks would largely
depend on the appropriate explanation
and interpretation of linguistic values. To
this end, feedback and discussion of all
kinds are highly appreciated as well as
more plunges into the English audit
terminology are required. The said leaves
particular room for further analysis and
argument. Moreover, it may appear
challenging to study relevant similarities
and differences in the interdisciplinary
terminology and in the audit domain in
related / non-related languages. The
findings may contribute to alignment of
bilingual and multilingual terminologies
irrespective of the language family.

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ANALYSIS OF THE NAME OF UKRAINE FORMS IN
ENGLISH-LANGUAGE MEDIA DISCOURSE
O. Yu. Balalaeva

Abstract. The article deals with a problem of correct use of the name of Ukraine in modern
English-language media discourse. Strengthening the position of Ukraine as an independent state
in the world community requires its broad informational presence in different regions of the world.
The purpose of this article is to analyze the forms of the name of Ukraine as a state (both with and
without the definite article) in the English-language media discourse from the grammatical and
geopolitical points of view.

The frequency of use of these forms in foreign media at the turn of the XX-XXI centuries is
compared. An increasing in the frequency of use of the form without the article after the
disintegration of the Soviet Union and ensuing independence of Ukraine is shown. The history of
progressive dropping of the article in references to Ukraine in English-language press (“The New
York Times”, “The Daily News”, “The Washington Post” and “Associated Press”) is presented.
Some examples of the incorrect use of the form “the Ukraine” by modern political and public figures
of the highest echelon and leading mass media reaction to this misuse are given. The impropriety
of use of the definite article with the name of Ukraine is explained both from a grammatical and
geopolitical points of view, since such form could have a derogatory connotation of regionality, non-
sovereign territory or outskirts. According to experts, the use of the name of Ukraine without an
article is very important for Ukrainians, because it is stated in the Ukrainian Declaration of
Independence and Constitution and marks a kind of “linguistic political independence”.

The grammatical aspect of the issue is illustrated by the general rules for using the definite
article with country names in English, which are governed by geographic and political principles,
and examples of the names of states in which the use of the article is still debatable (such as
Lebanon, Sudan et cetera) are given. The version of the possibility of using the article on a
geographical basis is disproved. It is shown that the use of the article in the name of Ukraine can
be permissible only for a specific stylistic purpose. Such as it is used in the new book “The Ukraine”
by Ukrainian writer, reporter and traveler Artem Chapai, where the definite article emphasizes the
paradoxical and ironic situation and the name itself means “Here is exactly this Ukraine’.

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THE ESSENCE OF CONTENT AND LANGUAGE INTEGRATED LEARNING WHEN
TEACHING ENGLISH TO STUDENTS OF NON-LANGUAGE FACULTIES
N.V. Yaremenko

Abstract. The article is devoted to the essence of the content and language integrated
learning when teaching English to students of non-language faculties. It has been
established that the CLIL methodology arose under the influence of globalization processes,
which in turn are associated with the rapid rate of socio-economic changes; technologization
and computerization;, and the formation of millennials. On the basis of the analysis of
scientific literature, it is established that CLIL 1) creates the conditions for a naturalistic
approach to learning a language; 2) stimulates active communication during English
classes; 3) forms a positive motivation to learn English, 3) puts the emphasis on the content,
rather than the form of expression. It is established that the essence of CLIL is a combination
of the content of learning, communication, cognition, and culture. The main characteristics
of CLIL are highlighted (active position of the teacher, clear instructions, setting of the results
of educational activities; demonstration or presentation of educational material, feedback
with students, practically directed tasks or experimental tasks). The experience of
introducing CLIL to students of the National University of Life and Environmental Sciences
of Ukraine is presented.
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For example, when teaching students, specializing in biotechnology, we partly duplicate
the material studied by students on subjects in the specialty. According to the program on
the course "Technical microbiology", we discuss the following issues with students:

« definition of "microbiology", purpose and tasks of studying the course "Technical
microbiology";

*  morphology and systematics of microorganisms;

*  physiology of microorganisms;

* theinfluence of environmental factors on microorganisms.

We study the material almost at the same time, which allows students to consolidate the
knowledge and once again to learn it in English. It should be noted that this is especially
useful and interesting for those students who are going to continue their education in other
countries.

It should be noted that we try to organize teaching process in accordance with the basic
principles of CLIL methodology. Depending on the level of knowledge of students and their
individual characteristics, classes may include presentations in English with further
discussions. Brainstorm activity is also challenging for students. For this game students are
divided into small groups. At the first stage students are given ten minutes to make up
guestions to another team. The second part of the game is devoted to their discussion. The
game is run by a leader who is also selected from the students. At the third stage, the teacher
analyses mistakes made by students.

One more type of activity by CLIL method is to work with special texts. For this type of
activity students are also divided into small groups, each of them is given a text on specialty,
in which there are some inaccuracies or errors in the content. The task of students is to find
and correct mistakes and to present their topic to the other groups.

To sum up, we shall say that the teacher plays an important role in the successful
implementation of CLIL. His/her task is to choose interesting educational tasks and
materials that are closely linked to the realities of life and the specialty of students. Materials
should correspond to the level of students' language proficiency. Before performing the task,
the teacher and the students compile a list of the main lexical units that could be useful when
accomplishing the task. The teacher can also provide sample assignments to exemplify how
the activity should be performed.
